1. Read over your notes and sample problems to refresh your memory of the topics that will be on the test.

2. Make note cards of the topics/sections that will be covered on the test so there are no surprises.  It is helpful to put a sample problem next to each topic.

3. Go over homework problems that you got wrong.  In other words, redo (on paper) the hard ones.  You learn best from your mistakes!

4. Review chapter quizzes – again, try the ones that are incorrect. You should have the answers to study from since we go over all our quizzes together when I hand them back.

5. Use your study guide review packets to re-teach concepts that you don’t understand.  They demonstrate a good step by step approach.

6. Use your book to practice – remember all of the answers to the odd problems in the Algebra text are in the back of the book!  What a treat!

7. Have someone quiz you and correct your work.  Studying is always more fun with two people!

8. Don’t forget to memorize vocabulary when I tell you it will be on the assessment.
